Ascension of the Lord 

I read and reread the Ascension Sunday readings, 
waiting for a few words to jump out. While many 

phrases were significant, the final line of the Gospel, 
“And remember, I am with you always, to the end of 

the age,” resonated the most.  
Since 2017, I have experienced memory loss, which 

has been initially diagnosed as mild cognitive  
impairment. When I read the words,  

“And remember,” God had my attention. Memory 
should never be taken for granted. Since my  

problems began, I have done my best to remember 
God’s love in the Eucharist, daily prayer, and the  

others with whom I share my life. Jesus’ promise to 
be with us always strengthens and comforts me. 

In the Act of the Apostles, before Jesus ascends into 
heaven, he tells his disciples they will receive power 
when the Holy Spirit comes upon them. God wants 

so much to be with us that he will find his ways. We 
must let these great promises sink in. No matter 
what our circumstances, whatever difficulties we 

face, God is with us. We need to sit with these words, 
reading them slowly, again and again.  

When you suffer, as we all will, remember to give 
God space, especially in your heart. Yours will be a 
powerful witness and lives will change, though you 

may know nothing about it.
